Association of Women Solicitors Awards 
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Evidence emerging from 
across England and Wales 
indicates that possibly hun-
dreds of existing family pro-
viders have not been offered 
new contracts. This includes 
many respectable firms who 
have provided a valued ser-
vice in their local communi-
ties for a number of years.  
 
The level of contract refusals 
is far higher than the Law 
Society envisaged and could 

leave thousands of clients 
without representation if 
firms that no longer have 
contracts close down their 
family departments or shut 
down completely. This will 
also effect new clients seek-
ing advice under Legal Aid.  
 
The Law Society has written 
to the legal aid minister Jona-
than Djanogly requesting an 
urgent review of the tender 
results and their effect on 

legal aid provision and are 
currently urging practitioners 
to raise the issue with their 
local MPs and media.
